Poison Flu patch

Skin patches that ‘turbo-charge’ the immune system could help save thousands of lives lost to flu each year. The revolutionary patch – which resembles a large sticking plaster – is placed on the skin once the patient has had their normal annual flu vaccine. Although a vaccine offers some protection, it is no guarantee against infection. A special ingredient packed inside the patch seeps through the skin and bolsters the immune system’s response to the jab. Professor Johnjoe McFadden, a vaccines’ expert at UniS, said that mild adjuvants – like the ingredient in the patch – have been used for years in some vaccines, but more powerful ones could be a double-edged sword. Professor McFadden noted that adjuvants are just a way of stimulating the immune system so that you can get an improved response. But, their use in humans has been limited by the fact that they can be toxic and increase the possibilities of side effects.

Experts are warning that women who cut all dairy from their diet in a bid to prevent cancer should be given better information on how to protect their bones following a breast cancer diagnosis. The National Osteoporosis Society (NOS) and Breast Cancer Care have joined forces to highlight the risks some breast cancer treatments, such as chemotherapy and hormone therapy can cause to bone health. They are calling for women who have had an early menopause to get bone density scans. Dr Susan New, a Lecturer in Nutrition at UniS and a member of the NOS notes that people need a balanced diet and that a number of studies have proved that milk and dairy products are essential ‘bone building’ ingredients.
